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We have had multiple opportunities during this, our Centennial year, to reflect on all the Lord has done through OBA during our first century of ministry. I trust most of you were able to participate in many of the aforementioned opportunities, as we tangibly acknowledged God’s favor upon our school.

Oklahoma Bible Academy’s mission is to equip students to glorify God by engaging the world. We try to provide a plethora of activities for students to exercise their gifts to the glory of God, It has been another year of great accomplishments in every area of the life of Oklahoma Bible Academy.  In academics, athletics, service and the arts, OBA students displayed prowess and God-given talents to His glory. 

· Academically

· Senior class (’11) had 25.2 average ACT, a National Merit Scholar, a National Merit Semi-Finalist and a Commended Scholar, 11 students named Oklahoma Academic Scholars, and received over $1.2 million in scholarships.
· OBA won state academic contests at both the high school and middle school level, and the high school was champion for the third year in a row.
· The boys’ cross country was OSSAA State Academic Champion.
· Students took 63 AP exams, and the average score was well in excess of 3.0 (the level required for college credit at most colleges and universities)
· Athletically

· The football team qualified for the playoffs for the second year in a row.
· Girls’ volleyball went to state for the third year in a row, and lost to the eventual state champions in the semi-finals.
· Seniors Whitney Maple, Taylor Williamson and LaurieBeth Nye were named All-State Athletes, in volleyball, golf and cheerleading respectively.
· Boys’ golf team qualified and made a great showing at state.
· Arts

· Great productions of the 3rd annual Madrigal Dinner .
· Choir invited to sing at the Lincoln Center, and had a wonderful time in New York, both performing and touring the city.
· Art students received a large number of awards at the Red Dirt Art Festival, competing with many artists from area schools
· Senior Doug Meier was named All-State in music.
· Of equal importance, students gave of themselves to serve others through a variety of opportunities:

· Students performed thousands of hours of community service to their churches, their school and the greater Enid community.
· Students and teachers served on several mission teams, including OBA sponsored trips to Africa and Los Angeles.
· SPUD Week provided for tuition assistance to families with significant financial need to send their students to OBA.
It is difficult to encapsulate all that God has done in our midst with this short review, but suffice it to say that our Centennial school year has been one in which He has shown His mighty hand at OBA through students dedicated to using their talents for His glory. 
During the course of the past year, we continued our capital campaign, and were blessed to finish our new building in time for the Centennial Celebration in August of 2011. This beautiful new practice gymnasium also houses five classrooms and a lecture hall, which has made the delivery of our academic mission far more effective.  It was a tremendous blessing to hold our Centennial banquet in this new facility, and to easily accommodate the hundreds in attendance.

As Dennis Fast (’67) shared at the worship service during the Centennial weekend, we look to the future because, just like a car, which has a large windshield to see what is ahead and a small rear-view mirror to see what is behind, the Lord has much for us to do over the next hundred years.
