PURPOSE     To provide extraordinary education centered in Biblical truth.

SCHOOL     Oklahoma Bible Academy has grown to become an integral part of education in Enid.  Founded by northwest Oklahoma Mennonites in 1911, OBA has become interdenominational with over 40 churches represented in the student body.  OBA is a college preparatory school with a strong Christian educational philosophy.  Middle school includes grades 6 through 8.  Senior high includes grades 9 through 12.  OBA is incorporated as a 501c 3 educational institution.


Accreditation   OBA maintains accreditation through the Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI). ACSI accreditation is endorsed by the Department of Education in Washington, D.C. and by the Oklahoma State Department of Education.  
FACULTY      Faculty members are selected based on their agreement with the OBA Doctrinal Statement, their past academic experience and performance, their outward love for students and their dedication to Christ.  OBA employs 25 teaching faculty; student-ratio is approximately 11/1. 
CURRICULUM    The academic program is primarily college preparatory.  Generally 95% of each graduating class will go on to college.  The curriculum in the high school includes Advanced Placement courses and an optional Honors diploma.  A Discovery Program is also available for the capable student who has a clinically diagnosed learning disability. OBA presents a Christian worldview, which strives to interpret the world from a theistic perspective, pursuing the character of Jesus.

Academic achievements
     The OBA Class of 2010 had one National Merit Finalist, twelve Oklahoma Academic Scholars (27 ACT & 3.7 GPA), and 27% of the class scored a 30 or higher on the ACT test. The Academic team was OSSAA State Champion for the third year in a row in 2011. The class of 2011 has two National Merit Semi-Finalists, one National Merit Commended Scholar and eleven Oklahoma Academic Scholars. Twenty-five percent of the class scored 30 or higher on the ACT.
Scholarship offers   In 2010, OBA students received college scholarship offers in the amount of $1,050,000. In 2011, said offers exceeded $1,150,000.

An interview will be scheduled for the student and both parents.

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SCHOOL CALENDAR
   OBA operates on a two-semester system. Students sit for comprehensive exams at the end of each semester. The school day is divided into seven 50-minute class periods that meet daily. High school team sports meet after school.


EXTRA CURRICULAR     Students may choose from a variety of sports including volleyball, cross-country, football, basketball, baseball, softball, golf, tennis, swimming, bowling and track.  Also available for the students are vocal and instrumental music, drama, cheerleading, yearbook, academic teams, and student council.  OBA is an active member of the Oklahoma Secondary School Activities Association (OSSAA).

COMMUNITY SERVICE     All high school students are required to participate in community service projects as part of their graduation requirements.  At each grade level students are expected to divide their service equally among their local church, OBA, and the community at large.

Class standing     It is the policy of the board of directors that the school does not submit class rankings.  The ranking system for our school is an inaccurate indicator of student performance because of the high quality of students the school attracts.

Financial assistance program     In the attempt to make a quality Christian education available to as many families as possible, OBA provides needs-based tuition assistance. The extent of need is determined by an outside agency through an application process. Applications may be submitted electronically or by mail.
